The circular economy is not limited
to traditional manufacturing; the financial services sector is also increasingly focusing on sustainable
operational strategies. Therefore, this course will integrate themes of sustainable finance, demonstrating
how the influence of financial markets can facilitate investments and industries pursuing sustainable
development.

Additionally, the course will include professional practice lectures or field visits to help students grasp
practical applications of sustainable finance in the financial industry. The aim is to equip students with
foundational thinking and professional knowledge related to the circular economy and sustainable finance
for their future careers.
